FAIR AND AFFORDABLE UNION DUES
• 	The MGEU’s dues are amongst the lowest 

in the province. Members pay a dues rate  
of 1.25%, which amounts to just over $16 a  
pay cheque on a $35,000 annual salary 
– a small price to pay to have the MGEU 
working for you.

• Many people don’t know it, but union dues 
are tax-deductible.

Every two years at the MGEU Convention, 
members discuss / vote on key issues and 
elect the provincial officers.

MEMBERSHIP HAS ITS BENEFITS
Our union has the group buying power to negotiate special 
discounts on products and services around the province.
The MGEU Member Discounts program features dozens of 
Manitoba businesses offering discounts on everything from 
health & fitness passes and restaurants to home furnishings, 
rental cars, and cultural and sporting events. Members save, 
just by showing their MGEU membership card.
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
